The Garden will be 
of all natural plants of Northern Arizona and will 
include a special garden of plants used by the 
Native Americans for medicine and food, etc.  A 
walking trail will  invite people to come in and see 
nature at its best.  Markers will tell about each 
species of plant and their uses. 
 We are asking Alumni to share their skills in 
making The Garden.  There will be some need for 
concrete and stone work as well as knowledge of 
watering systems.  Gardening and knowledge of 
plants is also needed.   

Funds will be needed to buy some of the 
plants and supplies.  We have an idea to raise the 
funds by selling tiles that Alumni can purchase and 
decorate with their name and year of attendance at 
HIS.  These would be fired and placed in the garden 
for visitors and walkers to see.
